1. Scholarship Application:  A single PDF file containing the completed application.
2. Student Resume:  A single PDF file containing past education, work experience, special projects, awards, affiliations, and other attributes you would like to highlight to the selection committee.

3. Transcripts:  A single PDF file with the applicant’s Informal/Unofficial transcript.

4. Letters of Recommendation:  A single PDF file with a letter of recommendation from an instructor in your major field of study.

5. Statement:  A one-page (maximum) statement giving your reasons for studying architecture and your career objectives; what do you hope to be doing in 5 to 10 years?

6. Submission Date:  All application packets must be received by 5:00 pm, Monday,  June 29, 2020.  All documents MUST BE MAILED TOGETHER.
