2. Statement:  A one-page (maximum) statement giving your reasons for studying architecture and your career objectives; what do you hope to be doing in 5 to 10 years?

3. Submission Date:  All application packets must be received by 1:00 pm, June 30, 2020.  All documents MUST BE MAILED TOGETHER.
